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As you are studying pharmacology take a body systems and nursing process approach by asking yourself the following questions with each drug classification:
Assessment
	Why is this medication being given?
	How does this medication work?
	What are the expected outcomes or therapeutic goals of this medication?
	When would one not give this medication?
	If this medication is contraindicated in a specific disease process, ascertain why?
Planning
	How is this medication given?
	Are there any specific requirements, considerations associated with this medication? (Such as BP, HR, or lab work)
	Are there any serious/life threatening side effects which one should assess for immediately? 
Implementation/Intervention
	What should be reported to the physician?
	What specifics should be taught to the patient about this medication?
	What safety precautions should be implemented related to this medication? 
Evaluation
	How does one know if this medication is effective (expected outcome)?
	Are there any side effects/adverse reactions exhibited by the patient?
	If so, could these side effects/adverse reactions affect other organ systems?
	If so, which organ and what would the nurse assess for….continue with the nursing process again…..
